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High-Income Taxpayers

In addition to being subject to higher federal tax rates, tax-
payers whose income exceeds certain levels have tax de-
ductions and credits that are reduced or eliminated.

The provisions listed may have additional qualifications
and restrictions. Other provisions of the tax code, such as
fringe benefit limitations and taxation on the sale of a prin-
cipal residence, may further restrict a taxpayer’s ability to
take deductions or cause the taxpayer to pay additional tax.

Itemized Deductions and
Personal Exemptions

Taxes paid. The itemized deduction for state and local tax-
es is limited to $10,000 ($5,000 MFS). Foreign real property
taxes are not deductible.

Home mortgage interest. A taxpayer may treat no more
than $750,000 as acquisition indebtedness ($375,000 MFS).
A $1,000,000 ($500,000 MFS) limitation applies for any in-
debtedness incurred prior to December 15,2017.
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A deduction for home equity indebtedness (other than for
acquisition or improvement) is not allowed.

Personal exemptions. The deduction for personal exemp-
tions is suspended for tax years 2018 through 2025.

Additional Medicare Tax

Medicare Tax on Earned Income

The employee portion of the hospital insurance (Medicare)
tax is increased by an additional tax of 0.9% on wages re-
ceived in excess of the threshold amount. However, un-
like the general 1.45% hospital insurance (Medicare) tax on
wages, this additional tax is on the combined wages of the
employee and the employee’s spouse, in the case of a joint
return.

Medicare Tax on Unearned Income

The Net Investment Income tax is 3.8% on the lesser of net
investment income or the excess of modified adjusted gross
income over the threshold amount.
